TUITION FEE
$40 per student (for 2 hour lesson with 7 students maximum) 

MATERIAL FEE (Includes canvas, paints, use of brushes, easel and all other supplies) 
$6 per student for painting with acrylics on 9x12 or 11x14 canvas board
$10 per student for painting with acrylics on 16x20 stretched canvas
Oil painting is an option for some teen and adult workshops. Inquire for details and material fee

Private Group Reservations 
Private groups may have 4-7 students. One student’s tuition plus material fee will serve as a deposit to re-
serve your date. Deposit is non-refundable but is transferable to another date or student. (Some limitations 
apply.) Fees for at least 3 other students are due 1 week before event. Host (organizer) receives $10 credit 
for each student in attendance (not counting self or own children) to use toward a future lesson.
